Post November 3: Now that the election is behind us, pray for those whom the Lord has called to
lead us, that they might aspire to truth and righteousness. And pray that God heals our nation of
the deep divisions that separate us from one another.

Explanation of the Cover Symbol
In the Greek language of the early Christian era abbreviations were typically the first and last
letters of words, often with a superscription to indicate the missing letters. IC is a standard
abbreviation of IHCOYC, the Greek “Jesus,” XC the abbreviation of XPICTOC, “Christ”; and
NIKA means “He conquers.” The symbol then reads, “Jesus Christ Conquers by the Cross” or
“Jesus Christ, Victor.”
