Prayer Concerns
Established and Guarded by the Lord: Paul assured the Thessalonian Christians, “The Lord is faithful.
He will establish you and guard you against the evil one” (2 Thess 3.3). In addition to strength and
healing, pray that Eric Carpenter, Sandy Cupolillo, Roberta Haer, Judie Jud, Del Klicker, Tom Manning,
Elizabeth Miller, and Vickie Myers might know God’s confirming and shielding care this week as
they look to him.

Hilltop Presbyterian Church: Rev. Jon Neville began planting a church in Ferndale, WA this past fall.
Pray for God’s blessing as he gives himself to this new work. May the Lord use it to draw many
to himself, establishing them in the gospel of God’s free grace.

Tom & Melissa Manning are back in Turkey, reconnecting with their team and reaching out to those
who contacted them through the Saturation Outreach of this past fall. Pray that the interest many
have expressed is genuine and that they respond in faith when they learn more.

Pray for church leaders who face daily threats of raids and
arrests. Ask God to give them courage, wisdom, and discernment as they serve the church. And
pray that government pressure would subside so that Christians would be able to practice their
faith openly in peace.

Explanation of the Cover Symbol
In the Greek language of the early Christian era abbreviations were typically the first and last letters
of words, often with a superscription to indicate the missing letters. IC is a standard abbreviation
of IHCOYGC, the Greek “Jesus,” XC the abbreviation of XPICTOC, “Christ”; and NIKA means “He
conquers.” The symbol then reads, “Jesus Christ Conquers by the Cross” or Jesus Christ, Victor.”
