The Lord’s Supper 

We celebrate the Lord’s Supper by coming forward (generally from the back of the 

sanctuary to the front) and partaking of the bread and the cup.  Wine is served in the inner 

rings of each tray; grape juice in the outer rings.  We warmly invite to the Table all 

baptized Christians, who are living under the authority of Christ and his body, the 

Church.  By eating the bread and drinking of the cup, you are acknowledging that you are 

a sinner, without hope except in the sovereign mercy of God, and that you are trusting in 

Christ alone for salvation. If this does not describe you, we are glad you are here and 

commend to you the following prayers for your use during this time. 

 

A Prayer for those Searching for the Truth 

Jesus, you claim to be the way, the truth, and the life.  Grant that I might be undaunted by 

the cost of following you as I consider the reasons for doing so.  Guide me, teach me, and 

open to me the reality of who you are. Give me an understanding of you that is coherent, 

convincing, and leads to the life you promise.  Amen. 

 

A Prayer of Belief 

Lord Jesus, I admit that I am weaker and more sinful than I ever believed, but through 

you I am more loved and accepted than I ever dared hope.  I thank you for paying my 

debt, bearing my punishment on the cross, and offering forgiveness and new life.

The Persecuted Church: There are approximately 500,000 Christians out of 4.2 million people in 

Kuwait. Converts from Islam face pressure from both family members and their local communities 

to recant their faith. Conversion also often leads to legal problems in personal status and property 

matters. Evangelism is strictly forbidden, as is Christian education and literature. Pray for those 

who are being discriminated against, who are considered infidels because of their faith in Jesus. 

Pray that they are strengthened in grace and enabled to remain faithful. And pray for the growth 

and maturing of the church in Kuwait. 

 

Redeemer Presbyterian Church: Pray for Rev. Jeff Glover, our church planter in Soldotna, AK as he 

shepherds the flock, trains men for church leadership, and continues to reach out with the love of 

Christ to those in the Kenai Peninsula.

Explanation of the Cover Symbol 

The Shield of the Holy Trinity is frequently found in stained glass windows of medieval churches.  

This emblem expresses the Christian doctrine of the triunity of Almighty God, a truth taught in 

Scripture and affirmed by the Council of Constantinople in AD 381.
