Prayer Concerns 

Tom & Melissa Manning: In addition to the three team-leader couples the Mannings are coaching, 

they have also taken on two new team-leader candidates, and Tom is helping the Frontiers Training 

Team prepare new missionaries for the field. Pray for Tom and Melissa in this most important 

work and, of course, continue to pray for Tom’s health. 
 

The Persecuted Church: There are about 4 million Christians out of 205 million people living in 

Pakistan. While Christians enjoy some freedom of worship, they are regarded as second-class 

citizens and are more often targeted by the country’s anti-blasphemy laws. Churches that are more 

active in outreach also face more persecution. Pray that the Lord would preserve the church, and 

that the Pakistani government would also provide better protections for Christians. Pray that the 

outreach of more evangelistic churches would bear fruit, so that the church would grow in 

Pakistan.
