Prayer Concerns

Borne on Eagles” Wings: The LORD said to Moses as his people camped at Mount Sinai, “Thus you
shall say to the house of Jacob, and tell the people of Israel: “You yourselves have seen what I did
to the Egyptians, and how I bore you on eagles” wings and brought you to myself”” (Ex 19.3-4). In
addition to strength and healing, pray that Kirk & Kristi Alden, Sandy Cupolillo, Duane & Judie Jud,
Theresa Krumbah, Patton McBean, Rick Myers, and Doreen Teall know the LORD’s abiding power and
tender care this week.

The Persecuted Church: There are 180,000 Christians out of 5 million people in Oman, an Islamic
nation on the Arabian Peninsula. Converts to Christianity are pressured to recant their faith. They
can be expelled from their homes, lose their jobs, and face great difficulties from the government.
Expatriate Christian communities are tolerated, but their church facilities are restricted and
Christian meetings are often monitored. Pray the government lifts these restrictions. Pray for new
believers who face strong societal pressures. And pray that, despite the opposition, God builds his
church in this very dark place.

Rev. Alister & Sarah Torrens: Alister is back in Kyiv for three weeks, teaching a class at the seminary
on the Pentateuch. Pray for his safety, and the safety of his students, as Russia continues its
intermittent bombing of Kyiv. Pray as well for the families Alister ministers to while he is there.
And pray that the war soon comes to an end and the Torrens are able to move back to Ukraine and
resume the work God has called them to.

Trinity Presbyterian, our church-plant in Richland, is eleven months old and is doing very well. Pray
for Rev. Andrew Perkins, as he leads this young church, and for those God has called to be a part
of it. Pray that, together, they are growing in grace and in an ever-increasing love for the Savior.
